
GHRC Web Site Transition Plan 

1. Executive Summary 

The Global Hydrology Resource Center maintains four websites that meet the stipulations of the U.S. Architectural and Transportation Barriers Compliance Board as interpreted by NASA Policy, and as such must comply with the rules of Section 508. The websites were originally created prior to the June 2001. Currently the four websites, identified below, do not conform to Section 508 rules. This plan describes the approach that will be used to bring these sites to conformity.  

None of the four are among the 20 most popular MSFC websites. So there are no pages classified as priority one. An analysis of the websites identified all pages that allow users to request information through some means of user input.  Finally, an estimate of the number of priority three pages for each website was determined by searching the respective servers for the number of html documents. 

2. Definitions

The following definitions were used to identify the websites and to determine the priority of all web pages within each site.

Web page: a distinctly addressed unit or collection of information provided through the network, and obtained by entering a Uniform Resource Locator (URL) in a web browser or similar software.

Web site: a collection of web pages provided within the same Internet domain name, prefixed with the same URL. For example, the collection of web pages served through www.nasa.gov is considered a single web site.  Also: a logical collection of web pages hierarchically structured under the same Internet domain name. For example, www.msfc.nasa.gov/ABC/ and www.msfc.nasa.gov/XYZ/ may be treated as distinct web sites for logical and compliance planning purposes.  

Compliant web page: A compliant web page adheres to the rules set by the U.S. Architectural and Transportation Barriers Compliance Board and documented online at http://www.access-board.gov/sec508/guide/index.htm, under Web-based Intranet and Internet Information and Applications.

Priority One web pages: the 20 most popular web pages at Marshall.  Determined by Marshall CIO and Center Operations personnel.
Priority Two web pages: per the NASA policy, web pages that NASA employees, contractors, or the public use to enter information to request services (e.g., subscribe to a Center electronic newsletter) or to report on a situation (e.g., answer a help desk user satisfaction survey).  Some web pages that are solely informational in nature may be of sufficient value to persons with disabilities that Centers may determine that they should be brought into compliance ahead of pages that are used to request services or report on a situation.  Centers are encouraged to perform such analyses in order to provide maximum benefit to users with disabilities.  

Priority Three web pages: all other web pages.
